The Town of Mount Desert expects residents and visitors alike to abide by CDC and State
recommendations for mask wearing, social distancing, guarantine, isolation, and handwashing.
Abiding by these recommendations will help protect our island community.

Maine can welcome all visitors from VT, NH now and those from NJ, NY without test or
guarantine beginning Friday July 3rd, and all others who provide a recent negative covid test or
who quarantine for 14 days.

The Governor’s mandate requires Maine people to wear cloth face coverings in public places
where physical distancing is difficult to maintain, as recommended by the US CDC. This will now
be enforced by local law enforcement.
